Our needs:





Manufacturing HVAC for 78 degrees 60% humidity for knitting ground floor 19000 sq feet which would be 2 separate rooms, each capable of holding 18 machines which each pull 10 amps or have 15 hp motors at 440.  





Comfort HVAC for warping department with humidity added 32,000 sq ft





6200 sq ft comfort for inspection with 4 machines of minimal import.

and


2. warping department first

So design a system to take care of today's needs that we would expand tomorrow.








He is thinking:





Old ductwork ng.  Designed for water cooled system moving much higher volume of air probably 2x what we will need. Consequence of using it would be not enough velocity upon exit to disperse.  Addition of fans would add up front cost and heat generated by motor every day.  New ductwork would be fabricated using galv steel.





Rooftop package units in place of the water coolers that are on the roof now using existing framework and removing old.
