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Notes on using Signode Strapping Machine

Read the instruction manual.  It describes the principals of operation.

Biggest problem is strap does not feed all the way through the path.  Then, it backs up and triggers the reversing switch and feeds back into the reversing chute.

The strap must be in good condition to feed through.  It is a snug fit through the path.  If the strap has a poorly cut end or has been previously used or run through the knurled feeding rollers, it will not feed. The feeding rollers flatten out and wided the strap a little, especially if the strap is stopped and the rollers keep turning against the strap.   Cut to fresh strap with a scissor when feeding.

Also, if the tension on the dispenser is too high, it will drag the strap and the knurled rollers will flatten it and fray it and it will be too wide to feed.

To feed, feed the strap in until it stops.   Move the left hand arm on the feed roller pinch roller (with the spring on it) counter clockwise.  Feed more strap until it stops again.

The motor also hangs up on start up sometimes.  Maybe because we are using 208 not true 220.  Just turn the motor pulley clockwise a little and try again.

The right hand chute has makeshift spacers from hose.  You may have to close the chute openings occasionally.

Sometimes the strapping cycle doesn't end.  Hit the stop button and start again.

The strapper works ok now with these few workarounds.

It worked multiple times in a row.  The weld and cut are good and the tension is good.
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
