1. Simplex and duplex can and do knit lycra.   He has samples and constructions to prove it.

2. Latch needle machines can knit spun yarns but must be fine denier and highest quality which he says no longer available in U.S.  He would source from Japan. Probably 80/1 maximum although one article mentions 60/1.  Pharr yarns.

3. To build width stretch in simplex, pull in length!

4. Simplex machines capable of producing 2 webs simultaneously. Thus, a 4 bar double needlebar can produce 2 webs of 2 bar tricot simultaneously.  Theoretically, both webs can be dyed and framed at the same time.  Must be identical construction.

5. POY can be knit without drawing or if drawn further.

6. Liba dnb machines are sturdier than Mayer.

7. Height of spacer fabric is dictated by the distance between needlebars which is adjustable to an extent.

8. 30/1 and higher used in spacers.

9. Gehring obtained all of Hyde Park 42 cut machines in lieu of payment for d&f.

10. 32gg spacers should be marketed at areas which require a finer 

11. filet fabrics.double plush.  Cut spacer with a band saw either on machine or in post finishing operation.

12. Our coolmax sample is probably doubleknit, not simplex.  It unravels and has no discernable face.
