Jamie-

I reviewed the 32 samples of fabric and I hope to make some sense of them.  It looks like we are targeting 11 fabrics altogether

1.  There is a stabilized 3 bar 15 den backing on most of the samples (#3,#5, #6,#10,#11,#14, #18,#19, #22,#23,#24,#27,#28, #29, #32) which varies somewhat from sample to sample. #13, #15 and #16 look like 2 ply of the same. Some of what is used measures 53" , others measure 59". I think we are looking to offer one construction in 2 widths; 54" and 60". Our style V10569 is the closest that Veratex has run but we would have to knit it somewhat tighter to duplicate what they are currently using. We do have sample yardage in V10569. Fairlane has run a very similar construction in the past (styles 3-28579 and 3-28140) for Sara Lee and others which is a better match for the target.    There is only minimal sample yardage available.  Regardless, we can make this fabric with no problem.  

2. There is a 15 den jersey tricot that is used as a backing (#2) and also submitted single ply ( #9, #21).  This is no problem. Veratex V22 54" or 60" would work for this.

3. There are several slight variations of a satin tricot (#8, #18, #22, #23, #24,  #31).  It looks like they expose the satin face on some of the fabrications but they bury it on a couple of them.  The satin targets vary somewhat but I think one fabric may be suitable for all. This is a very tight satin construction and it may be a microdenier. We have V10580 and V10680 to offer but best to analyze and duplicate.  

4. There is a bright poly simplex used on 2 of the fabrics which appear to be the same construction (#5, #11).  We can match this up with a Fairlane style.

5. There is a pattern hex net on 1 ply of #1, #2,  #3.   #20 is the same pattern single ply.  It is probably the same construction throughout.  We will analyze and advise.

6. #29 and #26 are stabilized constructions stitch using semi dull yarn. 

7. #31 is a satin  with a multifilament back bar instead of monofilament.  I don't know what they wanted to achieve with this but it can be made easily.   

8. There is a 2 bar hex net on #4 single ply and also laminated on #32 and #6.  We have to analyze this to see if we can make it.

9. #17 looks like a microdenier jersey tricot.  #25 looks like 2 ply of the same. We will have to figure out the yarn content through analysis.

10. #27 and #28 are embossed textured poly tricot of some kind.  We will have to analyze but probably no problem.

11. #1 has a stabilized 70 den or so on one ply,  a very tight constructions.  We need to analyze but we can do this one.

Note:   There was no #7 but there was a black satin/stabilized 15 den with no number.   The backing falls under item 1 above and the satin is similar to the others under  item 3.

I would like to hear from you as to how you would like to proceed. As you can see we are able to sample some immediately, while others have to be analyzed and duplicated. Naturally, analysis and development depends on the quantities required.
