TOOLS REQUIRED:

Small regular screwdriver for KFD position post box terminals to KFDS

13mm combination wrench for all nuts and bolts on creel

3/8" ratchet with 13mm socket for same.

Rubber mallet for driving poles home.

2 platform ladders

5mm allen for KFD position boxes (socket preferable to key wrench)

Tape measure.

9/16" deep well socket for monorail hanger ubolts.

5/16" socket for monorail to hanger connection.

3/8" Air ratchet.

"RIGHT" VERSUS "LEFT" MEANS AS YOU WOULD BE  WHILE STANDING AND RUNNING THE WARPER.  

Pack KFD posts separately color coded to each wing.   All KFD posts in one crate are interchangeable except rearmost posts on red and yellow which have 3 positions.  These are packed at the bottom of the crate.

MARK ALL TOP AND BOTTOM KFD POST, PACKAGE POST AND EYEPOST RAIL POST POSITION WITH SPRAYPAINT COLOR CODED TO 4 WINGS OF CREEL; RED, ORANGE, GREEN YELLOW FROM RIGHT TO LEFT.

MARK POSITION OF MONORAIL HANGER U BOLTS ON WIDTH POLES WITH BLUE SPRAYPAINT.

MARK FRONT OF BOTTOM AND TOP LENGTHWISE RAILS WITH WHITE SPRAYPAINT FOR CORRECT ASSEMBLY LATER.

REMOVE TOP AND BOTTOM KFD DISKS AND BOTTOM DISK PLATFORM.

REMOVE KFD STOP MOTION BOXES FROM TOP OF EACH KFT POST


Unscrew wire to pose from terminal on box

 
Unscrew KFD position box back clamp (5mm allen)

Retrieve KFD position box spacer

REMOVE KFD CONTROL BOXES LEFT AND RIGHT FROM FRONTMOST SECTION LEAVING ALL WIRING ATTACHED.

REMOVE NUMBERING SIGNS FROM SLOT IN SIGNPOST

NOTE:  YOU CANNOT REMOVE A POST WITH BOTH CLAMPS IN PLACE NO MATTER HOW LOOSE.  ONE CLAMP (TOP) MUST BE REMOVED COMPLETELY.

REMOVE ALL EYEPOST RAIL POSTS, LEAVE BOTTOM CLAMPS ON BOTTOM RAIL, REMOVE TOP CLAMPS COMPLETELY.

REMOVE ALL KFD POSTS LEAVE BOTTOM CLAMPS ON RAIL, REMOVE TOP CLAMPS COMPLETELY.

REMOVE ALL KFD POSTS, LEAVE BOTTOM CLAMPS ON RAIL, REMOVE TOP CLAMPS COMPLETELY.

REMOVE MONORAILS BACK TO FRONT


Note: left and right monorails are not interchangeable




Hangers use locking nuts

Remove rearmost 2 screws from hanger at joint.


Loosen frontmost 2 screws from hanger at joint


Remove U bolts to width poles for each hanger in the section


Remove monorail section with hangers attached leaving connector piece intact.

REMOVE ALL EXTRA MONORAIL WIDTH WISE HANGER SUPPORT POLES WITH CLAMPS COMPLETELY.

REMOVE FRAME BACK TO FRONT AS FOLLOW:

Paint position of top width pole with spray paint to connection point of top width pole to upright frames.

All four wings must be disassembled and removed before moving to the next section going forward because the top pole spans the width of the creel.

Leave all hardware attached to upright frames.  Leave upright frames intact except as necessary for disassembly.

WORKING FROM TOP:

Remove top plates across the full width of creel which hold down the top width pole. Retrieve the blank from the cross connector if rearmost or frontmost uprights.

Remove backplates from any angle braces that are attached to the top width pole. 

Loosen same angle braces at upright poles and drop them out of the way so you can remove the top width pole.  Retighten.

Remove top width pole. Use 2 people.

CAUTION!

NO ONE WORKING UNDERNEATH TOP RAILS AFTER TOP CROSS CONNECTOR PLATES HAVE BEEN REMOVED.  THEY CAN FALL!

Move to next uprights.

Loosen backplates on lengthwise running angle braces.

Loosen rear most bolt on top cross connector plate. Note when you do this, the remaining lenghwise top rail may become loose.

Slide top rails out and remove.

WORKING FROM BOTTOM:

Remove nuts from feet anchors.

Lift and move upright clear of concrete anchor studs.

Loosen only any lengthwise running angle brace back plates.

Loosen (1 turn) bottom cross connector plate bolts (from underneath)

Remove uprights.

Continue working the same way to the front.

ROTATE FRONTMOST EYEPOST RAILS AROUND POST AND IN TO PREVENT DAMAGE.

REMOVE BUGGY RAIL BY REMOVING CONCRETE ANCHOR NUTS LOCATED IN ACCESS HOLE ON RAIL.
