Dear Mr. Stickley:

We have completed warping your 15/1 Islon Nylon and also completed the time consuming job of cleaning bad spools.

We have accumulated 338 lbs of bad yarn from this warping that cannot be warped.  There are several problems with this bad yarn:

1. Sloughed.  Yarn on the ends of the package have pulled off multiple loops

2. Bad Wind. There may be an underwind which causes a trapped end.  This appears to happen also on the ridge of the package wind.

3. Dirt or foreign material embedded in the package

4. Bad pirn.  Some of the pirns are nicked or cracked.  Yarn catches on these nicks and cracks. 

I have saved sample packages of these problems if you are interested in seeing them. Please let us know what disposition to make of this bad  yarn.
