MARSHALL


As a knitter/threader/fixer, you should be able to do the following:





Figure out correct floor mount sprockets.  Repair and/or replace floor mount chains, idlers. Tighten sprockets, correct set screws. 


Set, adjust scanners. Carry out minor repairs.


Replace all knitting elements.  


Reguide entire machine if necessary.


Level guide bars


Level sinker bars


Adjust sinker settings both knockover and enclosure


Set up new pattern including changing pattern wheels, change gears, take up, floor mounts.  Deal with any irregularities that occur including loose, tight, guide bar issues, sinker issues.  Work from pattern book.


Point up, thread and start up a machine in 2 hours.


Requisition new parts.


Repair bracket wear


Change flutter bars


Diagnose poor timing. Change or adjust timing.


Check and maintain oil levels in all parts of the machine


Calculate and adjust take up as necessary.


Diagnose transmission problems.


Diagnose PIV problems.


Change out PIV's


Change out transmissions.





After that, to be a mechanic, there are other things to learn.








I realize that you are also working to keep up with knitting repairs but over the years, I would have expected that you pick up most of this.  You now have a new trainee and I think its a good time to get fresh resolve to continue your training.  The first step for you should be to honestly ask yourself what you know and what you don't know and deal with the weak points.
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
