TRANSMISSION OVERHAUL





1. Remove transmission from machine complete.  Note that there is a hex insert bolt that screws into the transmission from the inside of the machine.  





Remove all the screws on the clear plastic cover. Carefully and evenly separate the cover from the housing with a paint scraper and hammer.  Remove the clear plastic cover . Discard any bad screws and replace with the same type.





Inside the transmission, remove the pawls, spring and H-block.  You may have to rotate the transmission to get the H-block off the eccentric shaft.





Remove the nuts and plate bolted to the let off shaft and pawl actuator.





Remove the pulley with single set screw.





Loosen the let-off shaft housing and rotate around until the small plastic cover is lined up with the notch in the end of the let-off shaft.





Remove the plastic cover on the let-off shaft housing and loosen the set screw within.





Unscrew the let-off shaft from the let-off worm and remove.





Remove the let-off shaft housing.





Inside the transmission, remove the nut holding the oil line clamp to the housing on the front left of the box.


 


Remove the hex insert screws on the outside of the box.  Note the position of the longer screw which holds the oil pipe clamp nut.





Pry off the outside cover with a sharp small chisel and hammer.  Pry evenly.





Remove the cover with the lower cone gear.





Working on the cover just removed, pry out the oil seal on the lower cone gear with a small screwdriver.





Remove the external snap ring on the lower cone gear shaft.  Retrieve the outer ring of the inner race of the bearing.
