TO SAVE TIME AND WORK:

Use 42X30 inch racks same size as one in use now. Do not use racks with hardware that may dig into or damage fabric.  

Load with 4 large rolls or substitute 2 small rolls for any of the four rolls so they can be sewn together.  In other words, small rolls should be racked in pairs.   We are trying for 1000 yard rolls at the end.

Load rolls and position rack with fabric coming from under the roll and towards the cradle. 

Load rolls with ends of rolls flush.

To save double handling, load from delivering truck directly into correct racks, oriented correctly. 

Use pallet jack to position rack.

Position rack with ends of rolls lined up with stop on cradle. 

Position rack right up against cradle. 

Package doffed rolls, position a full rack and prepare the next rack all at the same time to save trips. 

Do not move Raymond. 

Turn off Raymond and disconnect battery at end of job or shift. 

Check battery water every month.  Fill with distilled water only.

Charge Raymond daily during use and weekly during non use.
