Dear Don:

Per our conversation, we have just finished inspecting the balance of the goods that we have on order as follows:

V239P Maroon Lot#17011/P228241 4,614 Yds

V239P Gray      Lot#17010/P228240 5,222 Yds

V239P Black     Lot#17009/P228435 1,939 Yds

V239P Black     Lot#16955/P226968    628 Yds

V239P Black     Lot#17021/P228671 3,075 Yds

According to our knitting quality records the Maroon and Gray knit very well with very few defects.  

We inspected 2 rolls of Gray (Pcs 141576235 and 141576236) and found 0 defects.  We discontinued inspecting that lot.  The rolls are very cumbersome and we found that we were actually making them worse by introducing a crease here and there.  

We also inspected 1 roll of Maroon (Pc# 1415774598) and found 0 defects. We also discontinued inspecting that color for the same reason.

The black however, did not perform as well in knitting and we 100% inspected the 3 lots listed.  We found a number of large problems which we cut out such as puncture marks which penetrated into the roll and some long defects and holes.  The operators were instructed to cut out any defect longer than 3 yards and seam it.  I have attached a copy of the grading report.  Defects that were cut out, of course, are not listed.

The Gray and Maroon are well above the minimum standard for first quality and you should be pleased with these lots.

The black is still above the minimum for first quality but has more defects than the Gray and Maroon.  I believe that now the fabric has been regraded and severe problems have been eliminated, it will be satisfactory.   We are going over the particular knitting machine that produced these lots and attempting to rectify the poor knitting performance.
