The installation in this manual is intended for qualified installers, service technicians or persons with
similar qualified background. Installation and electrical wiring must be done by qualified profession-
als and in accordance with all applicable codes and standards, including fire-rated construction.

DO NOT attempt to install this appliance yourself. Injury could result from installing the unit due to
lack of appropriate electrical and technical background.

Range hood may have very sharp edges; please wear protective gloves if it is necessary to remove any
parts for installing, cleaning or servicing.

Activating any switch ON before completing installation may cause ignition or an explosion.

Due to the size and weight of this range hood, two people installation 1s recommended.

To reduce the risk of fire, electric shock, or injury to persons:

For general ventilating use only. DO NOT use to exhaust hazardous or explosive materials and va-
pors.

The combustion air flow needed for safe operation of fuel-burning equipment may be affected by this
unit’s operation. Follow the heating equipment manufacturer’s guideline and safety standards such
as those published by the National Fire Protection Association (NFPA), and the American Society of
Heating, Refrigeration and Air Conditioning Engineers (ASHRAE), and the local code authorities.
Before servicing or cleaning unit, switch power OFF at service panel and lock service panel to pre-
vent power from being switched ON accidentally.

Clean grease laden surfaces frequently. To reduce the risk of fire and to disperse air properly, make
Or garages.

Ducted fans MUST always be vented to the outdoors.

Use only metal ductwork and this unit MUST be grounded.

Sufficient air is needed for proper combustion and exhausting of gases through the duct to prevent
back drafiing.

When cutting or dnlling into wall or ceiling, be careful not to damage electrical wiring or other hid-
den utilities.

All electrical wiring must be properly installed, insulated and grounded.

Old duct work should be cleaned or replaced if necessary to avoid the possibility of a grease fire.
Check all joints on duct work to insure proper connection and all joints should be properly taped.
Use this unit only in the manner intended by the manufacturer. If you have questions, contact the
vendor.

To reduce the risk of a stove top grease fire:

Keep all fan, baffle, spaces, filter, grease tunnel, o1l container and grease-laden surfaces clean. Grease
should not be allowed to accumulate on fan, baffle, spaces, filter, grease tunnel and oil container.
Always tumn range hood ON when cooking at high heat or when cooking flaming foods.

Use high settings on cooking range only when necessary.

Never leave surface units unattended at high settings. Boil overs cause smoking and greasy spillovers
that may ignite. Heat oils slowly on low or medium settings.
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Read all Instructions hefore Installing and operating this appliance

*  Clean ventilating fan frequently.
+  Always use appropriate cookware and utensils size,
Always use cookware appropriate for the size of the surface element.

To reduce the risk of injury to persons in the event of a stove top grease fire:

» SMOTHER FLAMES with a close-fitting lid, cookie sheet, or metal tray, then turn OFF the burner.
BECAREFUL TO PREVENT BURNS. NEVER PICK UP A FLAMING PAN—you may be burned.

PREPARATION

Do not cut a joist or stud unless absolutely necessary. If a joist or stud must be cut then a supporting frame must be
constructed.

Before making cutouts make sure there is proper clearance within the ceiling or wall for exhaust vent.

Hood installation height above cook top is the user’s preference. The lower the hood is above the cook top the more
efficient it will be in drawing out cooking odours, grease and smoke.

THE HOOD SHALL BE INSTALLED AT 28" MINIMUM TO 36" ABOVE THE COUNTERTOP.

Check vour ceiling height and the hood height maximum before vou select vour hood.

Ducting

Always use rigid type metal ducts. Flexible ducts can restrict airflow by more than 50%.

6" round ductwork must be used te maintain maximum air flow efficiency with the 84060 M* /hr motor.

Reduce the number of transitions and turns as much as possible. If a reducer is used. install a long reducer instead of a
pancake reducer. Reduce duct size as far away from the opening as possible. If turns and transitions are required install
them as far away from the opening as possible and as far apart between two as possible.

Seven Easy Steps to Installation

Step one: find the center of the wall
where you are installing the hood.
Make sure there is sufficient bracing
to hold the weight of the hood. Mark
your center line and measure out
from center to find your two mounting
points. Make sure you mounting
points are level when you mark them.
It is recommended to install the hood

directly into wood supports. fig 1 fig.1 \

Step two: Mark your mounting points
and install the two mounting screw
provided leaving the heads out 1/4” to
mount hood. fig 1

Step three: Mount the main body of
the hood to the two screws and
screw into place. fig 2

Step four: Mount the top chinmey
mounting bracket centering it above
the hood.

fig. 3
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Step 5: Make your electrical and
ducting connections. Use 6” rigid
duct wherever possible. Try and
minimize the use of elbows. More
elbows and longer runs create higher
static pressure. The hood comes
with a grounded three prong plug
that can either be direct wired or
plugged into a 20 amp. circuit. fig. 4

Step 6: Install the 2 part chimneys
on top of the hood by sliding the
inside section up until the vertical
vent slots are visible. Then put
both pieces on top of the hood and
secure the lower portion with the
provided screw at the bottom. fig. 5

Step 7: Slide the upper portion up
and over the top mounting bracket
aligning the holes and securing with
the screws provided. fig. 6




SAFETY WARNING: Never put your hand into area housing the fan while the fan is operating!
For optimal operation, clean range hood and all baffie/spacer/filter/grease tunnel/oil container regularly. Regular care will
help preserve the appearance of the range hood.

Cleaning Exterior surfaces:

*  Clean periodically with hot soapy water and clean cotton cloth. DO NOT use corrosive or abrasive detergent {e.g.
Comet Power Scruv®, EZ-Off* oven cleaner). or steel wool/scoring pads, which will scratch and damage the stainless
steel surface. For heavier soil use liquid degrease such as “Forumla 409*” or “Fantastic™™ brand cleaner.

* Ifhood looks splotchy (stainless steel hood), use a stainless steel cleaner to clean the surface of the hood. Avoid getting
cleaning solution onto or into the control panel. Follow directions of the stainless steel cleaner. CAUTION: DO NOT
leave on too long as this may cause damage to hood finish. Use soft towel to wipe off the cleaning solution, gently
rub off any stubborn spots. Use dry soft towel to dry the hood.

*  After cleaning, you may usc non abrasive stainless steel polish such as 3M" or ZEP", to polish and buff out the stainless
luster and grain. Always scrub lightly, with clean cotton cloth, and with the grain.

* DO NOT allow deposits to accumulate or remain on the hood.

* DO NOT use ordinary steel wool or steel brushes. Small bits of steel may adhere to the surface and cause rusting.

+ DO NOT allow salt solutions, disinfectants, bleaches, or cleaning compounds to remain in contact with stainless steel
for extended periods. Many of these compounds contain chemicals, which may be harmful. Rinse with water after ex-
posure and wipe dry with a clean cloth.

Replacing the light bulb:
+  This range hood uses halogen bulb: 20W 12V.

+  Make sure the range hood is unplugged or tum OFF breaker.
1. Place a flat-head screwdriver between light cover and housing
0 remove cover.
Gently pull defective bulb straight out and discard.
3. Wear a cotton glove or use a cloth to handle the replacement
bulb (DO NOT handle with bare fingers as this may shorten the life of the bulb). Push gently but securely into light
socket. NOTE: DO NOT push too hard as bulb “legs™ may break off.
4. Replace light cover.
*  Tumn ON breaker and range hood to test for operation.

Button functions:
Power: Power ON/OFF the range hood and activate power-off delay timer.
Light: Turns ON/OFF and dim halogen lights.
Blower Speed Indicator: Shows current blower (motor) speed ( 1-4).
Low speed — light frying/boiling
Medium speed — frying/wok cooking/heavy boiling
High — grilling, intensive frying and wok cooking

Controls:

Adjusting the blower (motor) speed:

Press Power button once to turn on the system.

Press the speed buttons for the desired speed.Speed may be increased, decreased,
The Blower Speed Indicator shows the blower (motor) speed level. next to
the speed button selected will increase the speed of the blower (motor) from 1 to 4 (quietest to strongest).

Adjusting the timer function:
Turn the hood on at any speed ,press the Power-Off Delay button to enter timer mode . a 3 flashes

in the display ,Power-Off Delay Digital Timer begin to countdown, After approx. 3 minutes when it
reaches zero, the blower (motor) will shut down.

Adjusting the light:

Press Light button once to turn on the lights, and once again to turn off the lights.



Filter Installations

It is recommended to direct vent the hood whenever possible.
If your situation does not allow for a direct vent install carbon
filters are available to recirculate the air through your hood.

CHARCOAL FILTER INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS

Filter Support Screws

(1) Remove the stainless steel or aluminum filters from the
bottom of the hood.

(2) Locate the existing raised support screws on each side
of the internal motor(s).

(3) For each motor side, position filter over its support
screw and rotate to lock into place

Note: Replacement is recommended after 130 hours
of cooking or six months of operation. Replace more
often if your cooking habits generate more grease.
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Baffle Filter

The baffle filter is equipped with a spring
loaded handle. To remove from the hood
pull back toward the wall and down.

Handle

The baffle filter can also be
opened for easy cleaning. To
open unscrew the cylindrical

handle and separate the layers
to clean.

Aluminum Filter

To remove the filter pull the spring loaded
handle back toward the wall and down
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1. If the range hood or halogen light does not operate  +  Check if the range hood has been plugged in, make
after installation: sure that all power has been turned back ON, fused
not blown and all electrical wiring are properly con-
nected.
+  Swap out light assembly to working ones to deter-
mine whether it 1s caused by defective bulbs. See
Replacing the light bulbs on Page 23.

2. The range hood vibrates when the blower is on: *  The range hood might not have been secured prop-
erly on to the ceiling or wall.

3. The blower or fan seems weak: *  Check that the duct sized used is at least 8" or 3-1/4
x 107, Range hood WILL NOT function efficiently
with insufficient duct size. For example: 97 duct
over 8" hole and loosely secured.

*  Check if duct is clogged or if damper unit (half-cir-
cular flapper) is not installed correctly or opening
properly. A tight mesh on a side wall cap unit might
also cause restriction to the air flow.

4. The lights work but the blower is not spinning atall, +  The blower might be jammed or scraping the bot-

is stuck or 1s rattling. tom due to shipping damage. Please contact us im-
mediately.
5. The hood is not venting out properly: *  Make sure the distance between the stove top and

the bottom of the hood is within® 277 and 30" in
distance. *Due to different ceiling height configura-
tions, recommended height may not be applicable.

+ Reduce the number of elbows and length of duct
work. Check if all joints are properly connected,
scaled. and taped.

» Make sure the power is on high speed for heavy
cooking.
